So, on 
January 16th, either I have to have new work permit or leave 
the country!   
 Charles sent me an SMS on the phone last night and 
said that he would have news on Wed. This week.  We need 
urgent prayers that the decision will be good (in that they will 
open a new temporary file for me if the original has not been 
found) and that I will have my work permit by or before the 
16th of January. 
 PRAY PLEASE so that I can stay and continue to 
minister for HIM in Kenya and be with my family!

 Recently our church received a call from a man from 
Woodstock, GA.  He shared the story of Margaret Mason. 
Margaret is 47 years old and has been married to Mark for 28 
years. Their son, William, is 22. They have been attending the 
Woodstock church of Christ for many years. Margaret served in 
the US Navy for 20 years before retiring and becoming employed 
with Whole Foods. 
 In May of 2009, Margaret was diagnosed with 
Myelodisplastic Syndrome, a type of Leukemia. Her only chance 
of surviving is a bone marrow match. Although there are over 7 
million people on the National Marrow Registry, none are a match 
for Margaret. She is at the top of the waiting list, waiting 
desperately for that one match to be found. 
 
Here is how we can help: 

• Pray for Margaret and her family 

• Find out if you are on the Bone Marrow Match Registry 
and if you are not get on it. 

 
You can find out if you are on the registry by calling 1-800-
627-7692.  If you are not on the registry you can request a free 
testing kit by mail.  (When the kit arrives you would simply follow 
the instructions in your kit to collect a swab of cheek cells and 
return the kit.)  You can also request this kit online by going 
to www.marrow.org   
 Margaret is a part of our Body.  If she is sick then so are 
we.  Do what you can to help her get better.
